THE BIG CHALLENGE ς NO 

STUDENT FEES. 

Our biggest challenge now 

is whether students whose 

promised scholarships and 

bursaries did not materialise in full 

should be discontinued or not. 

This affects about 75% of the 130 

School of Theology and World 

Mission students.  

The full effect of 2007 

economic difficulties in Australia, 

the UK, and USA has only just hit 

us in the last financial year ς and 

we have been hit very badly  

As things stand at the 

moment, we will have to find new 

sources of scholarships or ask all 

sponsored students to pay 

outstanding as well as future fees.  

The annual cost of fees 

seems low at £1000 a year but this 

is a huge amount of money for 

most students whose monthly 

income can be as low as £50 a 

month (£600 a year) 

As well as friends and 

supporters, we will need a lot of 

wisdom, energy, financial and 

administrative skills to pull 

through our current situation.     

 

 

 

CONCORD UNIVERSITY 

This year we will renew 

our efforts towards attaining 

university status. Our vision for 

Concord University is driven partly 

by the desire to upgrade our 

training but also to a certain 

degree by the need to attain long 

term financial stability and 

sustainability. 

With more students and 

more courses being offered, 

Carlile College can begin to 

improve its local income base. 

 

HOME FOCUS 

We thank God for sustaining us at 

home. Apart from the usual 

common ailments we are all fine.
